The Megillah, the 
handwritten scroll of the 
Book of Esther, speaks of 
the miracle of Jewish 
survival.  Come hear the 
reading at Congregation 
Beth Israel on Saturday 

night, February 27th, at 6:30 PM followed 
by a discussion with Me’ir Sherer (DOCL) 
“How do we deal with all of the death in 
The Story of Esther?”. The Megillah will 
also be read on Sunday morning, February 
28th, at 9:30am (following Shacharit at 
8:45am)  as part of the morning service. 
Wear a costume, participate in the Purim 
Costume Parade, and bring your grogger 
(noisemaker) to blot out the name of 
Haman!

During the day on Sunday, 
invite some friends to 
share a festive meal, 
Seudat Purim, with you.  
Liven up your feast with a 
skit about Purim, or

At the end of Megillat 
Esther, Mordekhai 
writes a letter to 
Jews all over the 
world.  In these 
verses the rabbis 
discovered the four 
things a Jew should 
do on Purim.   
 
Mordekhai wrote 
about these things 
and sent letters to all 
the Jews who were in 
the provinces of King 
Ahashverosh...  “that 
they should keep the 
fourteenth and the 
fifteenth days of the 
month of Adar - every 
year - every single 
year - as days on 
which the Jews were 
saved from their 
enemies... They 
should make them 
days of feasting and 
joy, of neighbors 
sending portions to 
one another and 
presents to the 
needy.”  
          Esther 9:20-22

Maftir Torah reading that commands us to remember the nation of

reading at 9:30.  Sponsored by the BI Youth Activities Committee. 
~The Fast of Esther:  A sunrise to sunset fast on Thursday, February 
25th, recognizing Esther’s prayers and the Jewish resolve to live. 
~Amidah and Birkat HaMazon - The special “al hanisim” paragraph 
is added to the Amidah and Birkat Ha Mazon on Saturday night, 
February 27th and all day Sunday, February 28th.
